BSU hosts SCSU, makes final NSIC road trip

This Week: The Bemidji State University volleyball team hosts St.
Cloud State University, Nov. 3 before hitting the road for its final
away weekend against Augustana College and No. 14 Wayne State
College Nov. 6-1.

Last Action: BSU traveled south to visit No. 14 Minnesota State
University, Mankato (28-30, 25-27, 20-25) and No. t-16 Southwest
Minnesota State University (15-25, 15-25, 13-25). The Beavers took
MSU to the limit, going into extra points in the first two sets, but
never had a chance to win the set as they had to tie the score to
stay alive. The extra effort exerted against the Mavericks seemed
to have an effect on the Beavers the next night against SMSU. BSU
gained its first lead of the match in the third set at 2-1 after quick-
ly falling in the first two sets. Despite having a lead, the Beavers
posted their lowest set score of the match in the final frame with
13 points.

About Bemidji State: BSU is currently 9-17 overall and 6-9 in
league play, placing it in a tie for seventh in the conference stand-
ings with Augustana. After posting a season-high three consecu-
tive NSIC victories, the Beavers have lost their last three matches.
All three losses have come at the hands of nationally-ranked op-
ponents and by 0-3 scores.

About St. Cloud State: The Huskies are 7-21 overall and 3-13 in
the NSIC, standing 12th. SCSU snapped a nine-match losing streak

on Oct. 31, defeating Augustana College 3-0 (25-21, 25-20, 26-24)
at home. The Huskies had won just one set during the skid that
spanned a full month and its set high in a three-set loss to No. 1
Concordia University was 11. The Huskies own a .170 hitting per-
centage, which ranks 10th in the NSIC and have allowed their op-
ponents to a .239 attacking mark, ranking them 12th in the confer-
ence.

BSU is 17-41 all-time against SCSU in a series that dates
back to 1969. The Beavers are 4-6 in the last 10 meetings and de-
feated the Huskies 3-0 (25-23, 32-30, 25-20) in St. Cloud on Oct. 10
this season.BSU is 5-11 all-time at its home court, with the last win
at home coming on Oct. 9, 2007 by a 3-2 margin.
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About Augustana College: The Vikings are 11-16 overall and 6-9 in
NSIC play, tying them with BSU for seventh in the conference stand-
ings. AC has lost its last four matches after winning three consecu-
tive. The Vikings are 7-6 at home this season.

BSU is 3-12 all-time against AC, with the series dating back
to 1983. The Beavers defeated the Vikings in five sets this season
(25-14, 22-25, 17-25, 25-14, 15-10). BSU had lost the last 11 meetings
with Augie.

About Wayne State College: The No. 14 Wildcats are 25-5 overall
with a 12-3 NSIC record, placing them tied for third with Minnesota
Duluth in the conference standings.WSC fell in its last contest against
No. 1 Concordia University, but won its previous eight games, losing
just five sets during the run. The streak started with the Beavers that
went five sets (18-25, 25-18, 25-23,17-25,15-7). WSC is 7-1 at home
this season.

The Beavers and Wildcats have a short history that dates back
to just 1995, with WSC owning the all-time series 20-2. The Wildcats
have won the last 11 meetings, with the last Beaver victory coming
on road on Now. 15, 2003, by a score of 3-0.

Celebrating 40 Years: The 2009 season marks the 40th anniver-
sary of women’s volleyball at Bemidji State. In 1969, BSU went
6-5 with a 4-4 Minn-Kota Conference record. Overall, BSU owns a
653-709-6 (.480) record and eight conference titles (seven Minn-
Kota, one NSIC). The Beavers have appeared in post-season play
three times in their history (1987-1st NAIA Dist. 13; 1988-1st NAIA
Dist. 13; 1989-2nd NAIA Dist. 13).

NSIC Preseason Poll: The Beavers were slotted 11lth in the
Preseason Northern Sun Intercollegiate Conference Volleyball
Coaches’ Poll, receiving 44 points. BSU finished last season in 13th
place after posting a 7-25 overall record and a 3-17 NSIC record.
Concordia University is first in the poll after winning the NCAA
National Championship the past two seasons.

Starting On the Right Foot: Under head coach Laurie Bitter, the
Beavers are 8-4 on opening weekend in tournament play.

We’re Goin’ Streaking: The Beavers went on a nine-set winning
streak and posted three victories in a row, Aug. 28-29. The win-
ning streak was the longest in Bitter’s career. The last time BSU
won nine consecutive sets was Sept. 3-10, 2004. The Beavers post-
ed a season-long three match and nine-set conference winning
streak Oct. 10-17, defeating St. Cloud State on the road and earn-
ing home victories against Northern State and the University of
Mary.

Back With a Vengeance: Groskreutz returned Aug. 28-29 to the
Beavers after missing all but three matches last season due to a

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at the helm of the BSU women’s vol-

leyball squad and is the 12th head
coach in program history.

In 2008, the Beavers went 7-24 and
3-17 in the NSIC. In her rookie campaign,
Bitter helped lead the Beavers to a 10-17
mark, the best record since the 2004
season, and guided BSU to a 6-12 NSIC
record, good for eighth in the conference.
She also led BSU to a three-match winning
streak, which was the longest since 2004.

Bitter took the helm at BSU after a
16-year tenure at Lake of the Woods High
School where she turned the Bears’ vol-
leyball program and Lady Laker club
team into powerhouses that have compet-
ed well on the regional, state and national
levels.

While at Lake of the Woods Bitter
piled up an impressive 354-100-1 record
as its head coach. Nine times she led
the Bears to North Boarder Conference
Championships-including the last six
consecutively. The team has also won
eight district championships and partici-
pated in the Minnesota State High School
Volleyball Tournament four times under
the watchful eye of Bitter, earning an AA
Championship in 2005 and runner-up
honors in 2003.

Bitter earned Section Coach of the
Year accolades in both 1998 and 2001.

In addition to Bitter’s high school
coaching experience, she has also been
active on the club team circuit.

She helped start the Lady Laker pro-
gram in 1993 and in 2001 and 2003 she
mentored her teams to North Country
Region Championship and trips to the
Junior National Championships. A two-
year participant in both volleyball and
track as a student-athlete at Minnesota
State University Moorhead, Bitter turned
her focus to her passion-teaching and
coaching-as a junior.

Bitter is a graduate of Minnesota State
University Moorhead with a degree in
physical education/health/coaching. She
completed her master’s degree in theory
at the University of Minnesota Duluth in
May of 2007.

Bitter and her husband Curt have
two children. Courtney is a sophomore
for Bemidji State and Isaac is in the 11th
grade and occupies his time with hockey
and baseball.

She posted 30 digs (5.00
d/s) in the two matches lifting
her career total to 1,249, which
moved her to sixth on BSU’s ca-
reer digs chart (since 1980).She
had a .930 serve reception per-
centage with 43 total attempts
and three errors.

Groskreutz and sophomore
setter Courtney Bitter were
named to the Best Western/Run-
za Fall Classic All-Tournament
Team, Aug. 29. Groskreutz led
the team in digs with 68 (5.67
d/s), posted the second most
set assists (10, 0.83 a/s) and the
third most kills (24, 2.00 k/s).
Bitter posted 114 assists (9.50
a/s) in the four matches, had 41
digs (3.42 d/s), which ranked
her second on the team.

Augustana. She had 46 assists, a
season-high 19 digs and a ca-
reer-high 11 kills. The huge ac-
complishment is only the 11th
(as of Sept. 28) in the NCAA for
Division II this season and is the
first in the NSIC.

Set ‘Em Up: Bitter had 884 (8.58
a/s) assists in her freshman
campaign. So far this season,
she has accumulated 869 (9.34
a/s), for a career total of 1,753,
placing her ninth on BSU’s all-
time assists list.
