Bemidji State notables:
uBemidji State’s 3-2 win over Ferris State yesterday snapped a two-game losing skid and marked 
just the second time this season the Beavers have been victorious on Friday.  BSU is now 2-7-0 on 
Fridays, 2-1-0 in non-conference and improved to 6-10-1 overall.

uDespite taking the loss, Ferris State still holds a 5-4-0 advantage in the all-time series, however, 
BSU has now gained victories over the Bulldogs in four of the last six meetings between the teams.

uYesterday’s 3-2 win marks BSU’s first victory away from the Sanford Center since a 3-2 overtime 
triumph at St. Cloud State Nov. 6.

uThe Beavers took a 2-0 lead into the third period of yesterday’s contest and ended up with a victory.  
BSU is now a perfect 4-0-0 this season when leading after two periods of play.

uEmil Billberg continues to play a key role in BSU victories in 2010-11 as he registered an assist in yester-
days win.  BSU is 5-1-1 when he records a point, while the team is unbeaten (3-0-1) when he nets a goal.

uThe Beavers have won four of their last six contests and have out scored their opponents 14-8 since Nov. 27.

uWith an assist yesterday, Brad Hunt tops BSU’s assist list with 11 and leads all BSU blueliners in 
scoring (0-11=11). This season, all eight BSU defensemen that have seen the ice have recorded at 
least one point and that’s not to mention an assist by goaltender Dan Bakala.  The Beavers’ defensive 
unit is responsible for 6-20=26 points for an average of 1.52 ppg.

uTraditionally playing on Olympic ice sheets has not been a strong suit of BSU teams.  Since making 
the jump to the major college hockey ranks in 1999-2000, BSU is 7-30-3 on the 200x100. With that 
said, BSU is now 2-1-0 at Minnesota’s Mariucci Arena in the last two seasons and is 2-3-0 on the big 
ice sheet this season.

uMaking its second appearance in the Mariucci Classic, also appearing in the 2000 event, BSU’s 3-2 
victory yesterday evens its record in the holiday tournament to 1-1-1.
  
uFacing No. 14 Union College in today’s Mariucci Classic pairings marks BSU’s ninth game of the 
season versus teams ranked among the top 15 in the nation according to the USAToday/USA Hockey 
Magazine poll. The Beavers are 2-5-1 versus nationally-ranked teams this season and are 9-42-3 versus 
the top 15 at the NCAA Division I level.  With that said, BSU is 7-7-1 versus the top 15 since the begin-
ning of the 2008-09 campaign.

uThe Beavers have been the first to light the scoreboard in 10 of their 17 contests this season and 
scored in the first minute in three outings in 2010-11. Even more, the Beavers have lit the lamp on their 
first shot on goal in five of their last 12 contests.

uThree seems to be a magical thresh hold for BSU opponents in 2010-11.  BSU is 0-9-0 when its 
opponents have scored three or more goals in a game.  BSU is 6-1-1 when holding its opponents to 
two or fewer goals this season.

uWith a 3-2 victory versus Ferris State, BSU is now 6-2-0 when scoring at least three goals in 2010-11.

uRegistering their first career goals in yesterday’s contest versus Ferris State, Matt Carlson (1-1=2) 
and Drew Fisher (0-4=4) become the last veterans on the BSU roster to light the lamp for their college 
teams, meanwhile, rookies Kyle Brodie, Jeff Jubinville, Anton Racklin and Garrett Ladd are all still 
in search of their first collegiate points.

uHeld without out a goal on its only power-play chance of the afternoon yesterday, the Beavers’ power-
play unit has been held without a goal since the first period of its Dec. 10 contest at Wisconsin--a streak 
spanning more than eight periods and 10 minutes of penalty time.

uFlawless yesterday, the BSU’s penalty-kill has allowed just three man advantage goals in its last 
10 games and opponents’ 38 power-play opportunities (.921).  The unit is up to .812 on the season. 

uMatt Read will make his 127 consecutive appearance for the Beavers tonight.  Read has not missed 
a game since he stepped on campus at BSU in the fall of 2007.  He remains 16 games behind Matt 
Pope and John Haider for the BSU Division I-era record for games played (143). 

uThe Beavers enter today’s game seeking their first win over Union reuniting with the Dutchmen for the 
first time since an Oct. 25-26, 2002 series in Bemidji, Minn.  The Dutchmen own a 2-0-3 record versus BSU.  
Bemidji State also met Union in the Mariucci Classic 12/30/00. UC and BSU played to a 2-2 tie; one of three 
ties and four overtime games in five match ups featuring the teams.

uBemidji State is 1-1-1 in overtime contests in 2010-11, but has not played extra time since a Nov. 6 3-2 
win at St. Cloud State.  BSU is 19-18-39 in overtime since the 1999-2000 season. The Beavers have es-
caped overtime with at least a tie in over 76-percent (58-of-76) of overtime affairs in the last 11 seasons. 

uThe Beavers posted a record of 10-6-3 a year ago when playing on Saturday and are 4-3-1 in 2010-11.

uBSU has compiled an all-time record of 972-478-87 (.662) in 1,537 games.
