Bemidji State notables:
uBemidji State trailed by a goal on two occasions, but battled back to earn a 3-3 tie with Minnesota 
last night.  The Beavers are 12-16-5 overall and 8-14-5 in WCHA play.

uThe Beavers have struggled in Friday evening contests in 2010-11.  Last night’s series-opening tie 
makes BSU 3-10-4 (.294) on Fridays with just one win (1-9-3/.192) in Friday league play.

uThirty-three games into the 2010-11 campaign, the Beavers already have 10 games that have been extended 
to overtime.  BSU has played more OT games only one season since making the jump to NCAA Division I for 
the 1999-2000 season.  The 2002-03 Beavers played 15 OT contests.  BSU’s five ties this season match 2005-
06 for second most ties in BSU’s Division I-era behind only 2002-03 (8).

uThe Beavers have three overtime losses in 10 extra time games (2-3-5) this season, which matches BSU 
teams of 2002-03, 2004-05 and 2005-06 for the BSU Division I-era mark for OT losses in a season (3).

uLast night nine BSU players wrote their names in the scoring column with each posting just one point 
matching a season-high.

uSenior forward Ryan Cramer recorded his seventh assist of the season. Cramer, who has 2-7=9 points this 
season, has four points (1-3=4) in BSU’s last five outings.  

uMatt Read (3-2=5) and Ian Lowe (1-4=5) have each collected five points over the Beavers’ last five games.

uMatt Read scored his team-leading 18th goal of 2010-11 last night.  With 18-13=31 points this sea-
son, he trails only Jordan George who leads the team with 15-17=32 points.

uBrad Hunt posted his second goal of the season last night (2-17=19).  Hunt now has 13 career 
power-play goals is tied with Clay Simmons (1999-02) for BSU’s Division I-era mark for power-play goals 
by a defenseman.  Hunt is tied for third on the team in 2010-11 with 2-9=11 points on the power-play.

uBrad Hunt has developed an affinity for scoring at Sanford Center.  Of his 19 total points, 1-12=13 have 
come on home ice.

uThe Beavers’ got a goal and two assists from its blueline unit last night, with a defenseman contributing 
to each of the Beaver’s three goals. The blueliners have posted 10-42=52 points, have contributed to 
the scoring in 24 of the Beavers’ 33 games and are now averaging 1.58 points per game.

uAfter going without a win in its first five games at Sanford Center, BSU is unbeaten in its last three games 
on home ice and is 4-2-2 at home since Nov. 27.

uIn a season during which the Beavers are managing just over two goals per game, the Beavers have 
scored three or more goals in seven of 15 home contests averaging nearly a goal more per game on home 
ice (2.01-2.57).

uThree seems to be a magical thresh hold for BSU opponents in 2010-11.  BSU has gained just two 
points in the WCHA in the standings (0-10-2 /.083), a pair of ties, when its opponents have scored 
three or more goals in a game.  BSU is 12-3-3 (.750) when holding its opponents to two or fewer goals 
this season.

uTwenty-three of BSU’s 26 skaters have netted at least a point this season. Rookie Jeff Jubinville 
netted his first collegiate point Feb. 18 with a goal. Fellow newcomers Anton Racklin and Garrett 
Ladd along with sophomore Matt Hartmann are all still in search of their first collegiate points.

uBSU converted one of three power-play opportunities yesterday. Despite owning the second-most 
efficient power-play unit in the league (.219), BSU has managed just four power-play goals in its last 
seven games and 22 man advantage opportunities (.181).  

uAfter allowing six power-play goals on 11 man advantage opportunities last weekend at North Da-
kota, the BSU penalty-kill bounced back nicely last night holding Minnesota scoreless on three of four 
chances.  In 2010-11, the unit has held opponents scoreless on 121-of-152 opponent man advantage 
opportunities this season (.796).

uMatt Read made his 143rd consecutive appearance for the Beavers last night.   Read has not 
missed a game since he stepped on campus at BSU in the fall of 2007.  With last night’s appearance, 
Read matched Matt Pope and John Haider for the BSU Division I-era record for games played (143). 

uLast night the Beavers out shot Minnesota 36-30, marking the first time in four games that BSU has 
managed more shots than its opponent--its highest shots on goal mark since a 36-shot game versus 
Ferris State Dec. 31, 2010.  The team fell just one shot shy of its season high of 37 shots.

uBSU has been out shot 20 times in 32 games in 2010-11 and has been out shot 954-824 overall and 
801-644 in league play this season.

uThe Beavers continue to trail the Golden Gophers 1-7-1 in the all-time series, but BSU is unbeaten 
in its last two meetings with Minnesota.  The Beavers won 6-2 Nov. 15, 2009 before last night’s 3-3 tie.

uThe Beavers posted a record of 10-6-3 a year ago when playing on Saturday and are 9-6-1 (.594) 
overall and 7-5-1 (.577) in Saturday league games in 2010-11.

uBSU has compiled an all-time record of 978-484-91 (.659) in 1,553 games.
