The Bemidii State University men’s ice hockey team is back in the comfort of Sanford Center this weekend as it hosts
regional rival University of North Dakota for a two-game Western Collegiate Hockey Association (WCHA) series.

The Beavers, 4-7-1 overall and 2-5-1in WCHA play, return to action after a one-point weekend versus Univer-
sity of Nebraska-Omaha Nov. 11-12. The Beavers battled back to salvage a 3-3 tie in the first game of the series
before dropping the finale 5-1. Home for just its third series of 2011-12, BSU is 2-1-1 at Sanford Center this season.

Offensively, BSU is lead by senior defenseman Brad Hunt (2-8=10), who is also the team’s top assist man,
and the team’s 2010-11 leading-scorer Jordan George, who has a team-best six goals and leads a trio of players
with eight points (6-2=8). It's been goalie by committee through BSU’s first 12 games as all three of the team’s goal-
tenders have seen time between the pipes. Freshman Andrew Walsh has two victories and a team-best .908 save
percentage and 2.92 goals against average to his credit, but Dan Bakala has received the nod in four of the last five
contests and brings a 3.02 goals against average, a .898 save percentage and a 2-4-1 record into the series.

North Dakota (3-6-1; 1-5-1 WCHA) comes into the series following an idle weekend. UND’s last action came
Nov. 4-5 when it made a trip to University of Minnesota and was swept by the Gophers (2-0 and 3-2).

Junior forward Danny Kristo paces a UND attack averaging just 2.00 goals per game in league play with 4-8=12
points. Corban Knight s a close second with 4-7=11 points and Brock Nelson leads the team with five goals (5-4=9). Aaron
Dell has handled the bulk of the team’s goaltending duties, seeing time in nine of UND’s 2011-12 contests. He is 2-5-1
with a 3.20 goals against average and a .875 save percentage.

This weekend's series between the Beavers and Fighting Sioux marks a continuation of a rivalry that has roots ex-
tending back to the 1969-70 season. Since the first meeting between the teams Feb. 6, 1970, UND has built a 21-1-1
advantage, including a perfect 7-0-0 mark when facing BSU in Bemidji, Minn. Earning their only win versus UND Feb.
7,1970 (7-5), the Beavers enter the weekend in search of their first victory over the Sioux since Bemidji State made the
jump to the major college hockey level prior to the 1999-2000 season--a stretch during which BSU is 0-18-1.

The 2011-12 season represents the 13th at the NCAA Division | level, and the 56th year of intercollegiate com-
petition, for a BSU program which has assembled one of the finest traditions in all of American collegiate sport.
» BSU owns 13 NAIA, NCAA Division Il and NCAA Division Il national titles.

P The Beavers have captured 21 conference titles in 55 seasons of intercollegiate competition.

» In 2009, BSU became the first No. 16 seed to ever earn a spot in the Frozen Four. In just its 10th year at the NCAA

GENERAL NOTES

» Bemidiji State’s Tom Serratore (Bemidji State ‘86) is in his 11th season and has
an overall record of 181-151-38 (.542) as BSU’s head coach. In addition to directing
the Beavers to seasons of at least .500 hockey in seven of the last eight seasons,
Serratore’s teams won CHA regular-season championships five times since 2003-04
and made trips to the NCAA Tournament in 2005, 2006, 2009 and 2010, with a 2009
appearance in the Frozen Four. He is a five-time CHA Coach of the Year recipient and
was Spencer Penrose National Coach of the Year Runner-up in 2009.

P In his eighth season as head coach at North Dakota, Dave Hakstol has led the UND to
an overall record of 190-98-28 (.646) and seven consecutive trips to the NCAA Tourna-
ment, which includes four Frozen Four appearances. Hakstol, a player for the Sioux from
1989-92, was an assistant at UND for four years prior to taking the reigns of the program.
In 12 years since arriving at UND, Hakstol has helped the Sioux to 10 NCAA Tournament
berths and four WCHA titles.

Bemidiji State hosted Nebraska-Oamha Nov. 11-12 and salvaged a point in the WCHA
series. Jordan George scored a goal with 52 season to go in regulation Friday to push the
game to overtime and give the Beavers a 3-3 tie before BSU fell 5-1 Saturday. Darcy Find-
lay scored BSU’s only goal Saturday and Brad Hunt led all BSU players with 0-3=3 points.

Bemidji State traveled to Grand Forks, N.D. Feb. 26-27, 2011 for its third and fourth
meetings of the 2010-11 season with UND. BSU got goals from seniors Matt Read and
Ryan Cramer, but were out shot 35-15 and dropped the series opener 5-2. Saturday,
the Beavers allowed three power-play goals in the first 32 minutes and fell to the then-
No. 1 team in the nation 5-1. BSU was out shot 64-31 on the weekend.

Western Collegiate Hockey Association coaches picked Bemidiji State to finish 10th
in the 41st Annual Grand Forks Herald Preseason Coaches’ Poll. A tenth-place finish
is just where the Beavers end the 2010-11 season with a 8-15-5 mark in league play.
The Beavers garnered 30 points in the poll to six points behind University of Alaska-
Anchorage. Denver University was forecast as the favorite to win the 2011-12 regular-
season and the MacNaughton Cup. The Pioneers garnered seven of 12 first-place
votes and 115 points to edge University of North Dakota (110).

Junior forward Ben Kinne (St. Paul, Minn.) will captain the Beavers during the 2011-12 cam-
paign. Senior defenseman Brad Hunt (Ridge Meadows, British Columbia) and junior blueliner
Jake Areshenko (Port Coquitlam, British Columbia) will have the “A” on their jerseys designating
them as alternate captains.

Seven of the 28 players on the Beavers’ 2011-12 roster hail form the state of Minneso-
ta. Drew Fisher calls International Falls his hometown, Shea Walters is from Hibbing,
Sam Rendle is from Grand Rapids and Ben Kinne, from St. Paul, Danny Mattson,
from Minneapolis, Matt Hartmann, who calls Hugo home, and Sam Windle, from
Maple Grove, are from the Twin Cities-metro area.

Tom Serratore returns 20 letter winners from a year ago including Jordan George and
Brad Hunt. George posted a career-high 17-19=36 points in 2010-11 to lead the team, while
Hunt registered 3-18=21 to finish fourth on the team. BSU returns 59 percent of scoring for
a year ago, which includes 62 percent of its assist scoring (90-of-145), 49 percent of its goal
scoring (43-0f-89).

The Beavers had to adapt to playing on the road quickly in 2011-12 as eight of their
first 10 games of the season took place away from home in a string that concluded last
Nov. 5. Now BSU finds itself in the midst of playing 10-of-12 games at Sanford Center
to wrap up the calendar year. The Beavers are 2-6-0 on the road this season and are
2-1-1 at home.

In 2010-11, the three-goal mark was a threshold for Bemidji State. The Beavers were
0-15-2 when allowing more than two goals and were 13-3-2 when scoring at least three.
BSU won just one game when scoring fewer than three times--a Feb. 12 1-0 victory at
Michigan Tech and garnered two points when allowing more than two goals--a 5-5 tie
with Colorado College Feb. 18 and a 3-3 deadlock with Minnesota March 4. In 2011-12
BSU is 3-1-1 when scoring in excess of three goals, and is 1-6-0 when scoring fewer
than three in 2011-12.

Junior Jordan George may only have four career games versus North Dakota, but he’s
had his fair share of success versus the Fighting Sioux. He’s scored three goals to lead all
current Beavers, which includes a power-play marker.

BSU is 2-2-0 when scoring first in 2011-12. Even more, the Beavers have found the back
of the net on their first shot on goal in twice this season and scored on one of its first

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BSU’s victory at MTU Feb. 12 stands as just the sixth 1-0 in the history of the program and is the first
since scoring the only goal of the game Dec. 1, 2006 to defeat Wayne State University. Since making
the jump to NCAA Division | for the 1999-2000 campaign, BSU is 2-54-7 when scoring only one goal.

Last season, 19 of BSU’s 38 games were decided by one goal or less, which included seven
one-goal losses by the Beavers. Bemidiji State was 7-7-5 in games decided by a goal or less.
BSU is 2-3-0 in one-goal games this season.

With a pair of goals in the LSSU series Nov. 4-5, Shea Walters leads the team with five
goals and has established a new career-high single-season goal scoring total. His previ-
ous high water mark came in 2008-09 when he recorded four goals as a freshman.

Brad Hunt is BSU’s current Ironman. Since stepping on campus in the fall of 2008, he has
dressed and played in each of the Beavers’ 124 games consecutively. Matt Read set a new mark
for game played during BSU’s Division | era a year ago, playing in 147 games for BSU, which
included 143 consecutively.

Alternate Captain Brad Hunt is quickly approaching the 100-point plateau. During his
three seasons in the green and white, he has accumulated 21-75--96 points and has
already climbed into a tie with BSU great and current St. Cloud State University assistant
coach Mike Gibbons (1975-79) for seventh on BSU’s all-time defensemen scoring list.
With two points this weekend, he will bypass Drew Bradley (1981-85) and into sixth on
the all-time list with 98 career points. In the history of the BSU hockey program, only
five blueliners have topped the 100-point mark with the last being Jude Boulianne Jr. in
1994-95.

BSU captain Ben Kinne is back in action this season after missing the entire 2010-11
season after suffering a stroke in the offseason. He has been practicing, is in good health
and has been cleared to play. In his first two seasons at BSU he piled up 18-21=39 points
and played a significant role on BSU’s power-play and penalty-kill units.

The Beavers’ got a goal and five assists from its defensive corps Nov. 11-12. Beaver
defensemen have now scored in nine of BSU’s 12 games this season and have accounted
five goals and 15 assists (5-15=20) accounting for 25 percent of BSU total scoring with an
average of 1.67 points per game in 2011-12.

After eight of their first 10 games on the road, the Beavers are glad to be back on home
ice for 10 of the next 12. No two players are more excited to be back home than Brad
Hunt and Shea Walters. Four of Hunt’s team leading 10 points have come at Sanford
Center, while Walters has scored three of his five goals in four games at home.

The Beavers are 15-2-3 since 2008-09 when captain Ben Kinne scores a goal. This
season Kinne has four goals and BSU is 2-1-1 in those contests. Alternate captain Jake
Areshenko scored less frequently, but has the same effect on the game’s outcome. BSU
is 8-1-3 when he logs a point and 2-0-0 when he scores a goal.

Bemidiji State welcomes a group of nine new players into the fold - eight freshmen
and one transfer with six playing forward, two looking for a home on the blue line
along with a goalie.

Freshmen forwards Sean Rudy, Cody Strang, Danny Mattson, Tyler Tosunian
and Mitch Cain are looking to earn their way into the BSU lineup, while the sixth
forward in the mix is sophomore transfer David Boehm. He is in his second sea-
son with the Beavers after sitting out and practicing with the team in 2010-11 after
transferring from UMass.

Sam Windle and Matt Prapavessis are the team’s new defensemen.

The final addition is Andrew Walsh. The goaltender comes into the 2011-12 cam-
paign from Dawson Creek, British Columbia, where he also played junior hockey
in the NAHL.

The conclusion of the 2010-11 campaign, meant the end of the collegiate careers of
BSU'’s six seniors. The 2011 seniors make up a class that was a part of three College
Hockey America regular-season championships, a CHA Tournament title, BSU’s first
at-large bid into the NCAA Tournament a trip to the 2009 Frozen four and the transition
into a new building-Sanford Center--and the WCHA. BSU’s 2011 senior class included:
Ryan Adams, Emil Billberg, Ryan Cramer, Dan Maclntyre, Matt Read and lan Lowe.

Read, now with the NHL's Philadelphia Flyers, left his mark on the program more
than any of his departing teammates. Read left BSU as its Division |-era leading scorer
(143) and tops the list in goals scoring (65) assist scoring (78) games played (148) and
ranks 18th on BSU'’s all-time scoring list.

ACADEMIC EXCELLENGCE

As Bemidji State has made inroads in its devel-
opment as a Division | program, its progress in
the classroom has been remarkable.

Inits 11th year under head coach Tom Serra-
tore, the BSU program has become an academic
juggernaut, annually dominating the academic
honor roll while members of College Hockey
America and have now carried that tradition on
to the Western Collegiate Hockey Association.
In addition, BSU has had 14 College Sports
Information Directors of America Academic All-
District V selections over the last eight years and
has passed the NCAA's first five Academic Prog-
ress Rate performance checks with flying colors.

Overall, the BSU men’s ice hockey team car-
ries a cumulative GPA of over 3.5.

NCAA Academic Progress Rate

Bemidji State men’s hockey received a score of
970 in the May 2009 release of the NCAA's Aca-
demic Progress Rate (APR) score. BSU helped
the sport of men’s ice hockey achieve an aggre-
gate score of 970, the third-highest of any men’s
sport in the Division.

The NCAA has established an APR cut rate
of 925, which equates to a graduation rate of ap-
proximately 50 percent, for all NCAA Division |
sports. Programs which fail to meet the cut rate
when 2006-07 numbers are added to the 2005-
06 and 2004-03 data risk reductions in scholar-
ships.

Scholar Athlete award.

CHA Student-Athlete of the Year

Kyle Hardwick was named 2010 CHA Student-
Athlete of the year at the league’s 2010 awards
banquet. The honor is the second to be garnered
by a member of the BSU hockey team since the
leagues inception. Andrew Murray became the
first player in CHA history to be named Player of
the Year and Student-Athlete of the Year, picking
up the historic sweep at the 2005 CHA awards
banquet. Murray, a unanimous First-Team All-
CHA pick, became the first BSU skater to be
named CHA Student-Athlete of the Year.

Academic All-District V

Over the last eight years, 14 Beavers have been
honored on the CoSIDA Academic All-District V
At-Large Team. In 2005, Peter Jonsson became
just the second BSU men’s hockey player to be
named Academic All-America. He was the only
men’s hockey player in the nation to earn First-
Team laurels in 2005. He was a two-time Aca-
demic All-District V selection, so honored in 2004
and 2005.

OXFORD, Ohio (Steve Cady Arena) -- The Bemidji State University men’s ice
hockey team went toe-to-toe with the nation’s top-ranked team, Miami Uni-
versity, for 55 minutes Saturday, but a short-handed goal by Matt Tomassoni
in the game’s final minutes proved too much as the RedHawks earned a 3-2
victory to split in the season-opening, nonconference series in Oxford, Ohio.

Bemidii State alternate captain Brad Hunt collected a pair of assists, his
second and third of 2011-12, in the game to lead the Beavers and BSU con-
verted its first power-play goal in six chances this season, but it was special
teams situations that ultimately cost BSU the game.

The Beavers put the RedHawks on a 5-on-3 power-play opportunity late in
the second frame to allow MU to tied the score 2-2 and a power-play miscue led
to the short-handed, go-ahead goal with just under five minutes to go in the third.

(AMSOIL Arena) -- The Bemidji State University men’s ice
hockey team netted goals on its first two shots of the night, but the defend-
ing national champion University of Minnesota Duluth Bulldogs responded
with six unanswered goals to earn a 6-2 victory over the beavers Friday in
the Beavers first trip to AMSOIL Arena.

The early 2-0 deficit served as a wake up call as the Bulldogs as UMD
would go on to dominate play, out shooting the Beavers 40 -17 in the game.

The Bulldogs finally build a four-goal lead, 6-2, at the 11:07 mark of the
third when Jack Connolly capped and end-to-end individual effort with a
wrist shot that found the back of the net.

Walsh made 34 saves in the game, but allowed six UMD goals and was
tagged with the loss. He falls to 2-1-0 on the season.

On the other end of the ice Reiter stopped 15 of 17 BSU shots to gain
the win. He improves to 3-2-1 in 2011-12.

The victory gives the Bulldogs a 20-10-1 record in the all-time series,
while BSU is 8-5-1 in the last 14 meetings.

DULUTH, Minn. (AMSOIL Arena) -- No. 15 University of Minnesota Duluth
earned a 1-0 victory versus the Bemidiji State University men’s ice hockey team
Saturday in a true defensive battle at AMSOIL Arena.

It took more than 51 minutes of play, but Jack Connolly would net a pow-
er-play goal at the 11:21 mark of the third period to break a scoreless tie and
give Minnesota Duluth all the offense it would need as the Bulldogs’ goaltender
Kenny Reiter would turn away all 25 Bemidii State shots for his first shutout of
2011-12.

After allowing the UMD to pepper Friday’s goaltender Andrew Walsh (Fr.,
G, Dawson Creek, British Columbia) with 40 shots as the team surrendered six
goals, the Beavers bounced back Saturday with a solid defensive effort, but
were unable to capitalize on any offensive opportunities.

BEMIDJI, Minn. (Sanford Center) -- Junior forward Jordan George scored
with 58 seconds left in regulation to force overtime and the Bemidiji State Uni-
versity men’s ice hockey team would escape with a 3-3 tie versus the Univer-
sity of Nebraska-Omaha Friday at Sanford Center.

Opening the Western Collegiate Hockey Association (WCHA) series with a
tie, the Beavers’ move to 4-6-1 overall and 2-4-1 in league play, while extend-
ing its unbeaten streak versus the Mavericks to seven games (5-0-2)--dating
back to Feb. 27, 2009.

Widely out played for long stretches all night, the Beavers were out shot
43-25, which included a 15-6 deficit during the first 20 minutes of play alone.

UNO took the Sanford Center crowd out of the game early. Josh Ar-
chibald scored his fourth goal of the season to put the Mavericks up 1-0 just
7:48 after the opening face off.

The Beavers began to crawl back into the game with an even-strength
goal from Ben Kinne at the 15:51 mark. George and Brad Hunt (Sr., D, Ridge
Meadows, British Columbia) were credited with assists on the play, sending the
teams into the first intermission tied 1-1.

The Beavers took their first and only lead of the game just 45 seconds into
the second period. Brady Wacker deposited his first goal of the season, and
second of his career, on a shot through traffic from the point after picking off an
attempt to clear the puck by the Mavericks.

UNO again tied the game, 2-2, at the 7:58 mark of the third period on Terry
Broadhurst’s team-leading ninth goal of the season, collecting a Matt White
shot attempt off the back wall and found the back of the net from the right post.

Jayson Megna gave the Mavericks a 3-2 lead to finish the second period
lighting the lamp on a deflection in front of the net with just two seconds left in
the stanza.

BSU would trail Nebraska-Omaha for the first 19 minutes of the final
frame, but when Hunt played the puck around the back of the net to Matt
Prapavessis who found George streaking with a tape-to-tape, 100-foot pass
that led to the junior’s team-leading sixth goal of the season.

George and Hunt led the Beavers with two points apiece. George finished
with a goal and an assist, while Hunt posted a pair of helpers.

Dan Bakala turned aside a season-high 40 sots to backstop the Beavers
to the tie. He moves to 2-3-1 on the season.

BSU came up dry on its two power-play opportunities (0-2), while the Bea-
ver penalty-kill continues to play well snuffing out four of the Mavericks’ five
man advantage opportunities.

Bemidiji State continues to cling to the slimmest advantage in the all-time
series (6-5-2), while it remains unbeaten on its home ice in 2011-12 (2-0-1).

BEMIDJI, Minn. (Sanford Center) -- Terry Broadhurst scored twice and Jay-
son Megna added a pair of assists to lift the University of Nebraska-Omaha
over the Bemidii State University men’s ice hockey team in Western Collegiate
Hockey Association play Saturday at Sanford Center.

Owning a 2-1 lead heading into the third period, the Mavericks netted
three goals during the final 20 minutes to pull away handing BSU its first set-
back at home this season and ending the Beavers’ seven-game unbeaten
streak in the series (5-0-2) dating back to Feb. 27, 2009.

Trailing 1-0 after the first period, Darcy Findlay accounted for the Bea-
vers’ only goal of the night at the 5:24 mark of the second period tying the
game 1-1. Brad Hunt (Sr., D, Ridge Meadows, British Columbia) unleashed a
shot from the point that was deflected in front by Findlay. Matt Prapavessis
was also credited with assists on the goal.

Broadhurst gave UNO the lead for good at the 8:02 mark of the second.

The Mavericks took a 3-1 lead 3:06 into the third when Broadhurst netted
UNO’s only power-play of the evening with help from Alex Hudson and Jayson
Megna. Nebraska-Omaha would finish the game 1-for-5 on the man advan-
tage.

With just under five minutes to play, BSU head coach Tom Serratore
rolled the dice and pulled goaltender Dan Bakala for an extra attacker. The
gamble would backfire as Josh Archibald would record an empty-net goal to
put UNO up 4-1 with 4:12 to play.

Brent Gwidt added the Mavericks’ final goal of the game at the 16:44 mark
of the third period settling the score at 5-1.

Nebraska-Omaha dominated play during the final two periods out shoot-
ing the Beavers 33-12 and finished the night with a 41-21 edge in shots on
goal.

Bakala turned aside 36 shots and allowed four goals in the loss. He falls
to 2-4-1 on the season.

UNO’s John Falkner made nine of his 20 saves in the first period and
backstopped a penalty-kill unit that held the Beavers scoreless on four power-
play opportunities, marking the second consecutive night the Beavers have
come up without a goal on the man advantage (0-for-6). Falkner improved to
4-3-0 overall.
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
