Bemidji State notables:
uBemidji State battled back from a pair of two-goal deficits to gain a 6-6 tie with St. Cloud State last 
night. Jordan George and Aaron McLeod each scored two goals, while Brady Wacker and Radoslav Illo 
posted BSU’s other goals. The draw brings BSU’s record to 5-8-2 overall and 3-6-2 in WCHA play.

uLast night’s tie marked BSU’s third overtime game of the season.  BSU is unbeaten (1-0-2) in extra time in 
2011-12. In the 11 years since the Beavers moved to Division I, they have escaped overtime with at least a tie 
in 76 percent (67) of the 88 games that have needed extra time to decide the outcome (22-21-45), including 
seven of its last eight.

uJordan George netted two goals last night marking his second multi-goal game of the season and fourth 
of his career. He leads the team in goals with nine and is second in scoring with 9-3=12 points. He is tied for 
ninth in the WCHA in goal scoring with seven goals in 11 league games.

uIn five career games versus SCSU, Jordan George now has 3-7=10 points. Even more, In three career 
games at National Hockey Center, the junior has 3-6=9 points for an average of 3.00 points per game.

uAaron McLeod matched a career-high scoring twice last night, posting the second multi-point game of his 
career.

uOut shot 26-25 last night, BSU has been out shot in 12 of its 15 games this season.  BSU now trails its 
opponents in shots on goal 463-357, which includes a 362-265 differential in 11 WCHA games.  BSU is now 
2-8-2 when being out shot, 2-0-0 when out shooting its opponent and 1-0-0 when shots are even.

uThe Beavers have played nine games since last recording 30 shots on goal. The Beavers are averaging 23.80 
shots per game this season, while their opponents’ have put up an average of 30.87.

uBrady Wacker logged his first collegiate multi-point effort last night with a goal and an assists. The junior 
blueliner has two goals and two assists in BSU’s last five games and totals of 2-3=5 through 15 games. 

uAfter two assists last night, Brad Hunt remains just one point shy of the 100-point plateau.  With 21-78=99 
points, the senior captain is sixth on BSU’s all-time defenseman scoring list.  Only five defenders in the his-
tory of the program have gone over the 100-point plateau.  The last was Jude Boulianne Jr. (1991-95). 

uWith 78 assists during his career, Brad Hunt is tied with former teammate Matt Read (2007-11) for BSU’s 
Division I-era assists record. A helper tonight would set a new BSU record for career assists.

uWith 2-7=9 points in 11 WCHA games, Brad Hunt is eighth among WCHA defensmen in scoring.

uBSU had the lead twice last night for a total of 11:44. Through 15 games, the Beavers have trailed in all but 
two games.  In 914:19 minutes of play, BSU has had the lead for just 219:06 (23 percent) and 41:16 of lead time 
came in a 6-5 victory over Michigan Tech Oct. 21. 

uLast night’s 12-goal game between BSU and SCSU followed cues set over the course of the 87-game 
all-time series.  The teams have combined for 10-or-more goals on 20 occasions and at least one of the 
teams has netted five-or-more goals 56 times.

uAfter going seven games and 20 power-pay opportunities without a goal, setting a BSU record the longest 
span of game time without a power-play marker, Oct. 22-Nov.20, BSU has now scored on two of its last five 
man advantage opportunities, including a 1-2 performance in last night’s game. BSU is now 9-for-47 (.191) on 
the power-play this season and 8-for-36 (.222) to rank sixth in WCHA play.

uThe Beavers are 2-6-1 on the road this season and are 18-20-3 all-time in St. Cloud, but seek to escape 
SCSU’s home ice with a series win for the first time since back-to-back victories Dec. 9-10, 1983.

uThe Bemidji State penalty-kill unit surrendered a power-play goal last night on three Huskies’ man advantage 
opportunities.  BSU is now 53-65 (.815) on the season, which includes snuffing out 39-of-47 (.830) in WCHA 
play to rank second among WCHA counterparts only to Minnesota (.857). 

uPosting 14 saves in 49:15 between the pipes last night, Andrew Walsh earned his second decision in relief 
of season.  He is now 1-0-1 in relief during his career and 2-2-1 overall.

uBSU and SCSU each scored twice in the third period last night. BSU has now allowed a league-high 17 
third period goals this season.  The Beavers have been out scored 17-6 in the third period of league games 
and 21-10 in the third in 2011-12. 

uA trip to National Hockey Center this weekend marks just the third and fourth games on an Olympic 
ice sheets this season. Since making the jump to the major college hockey ranks in 1999-2000, BSU is 
8-33-4 on the 200x100, including 0-2-1 this season.

uTonight’s games stands as a milestone for three BSU players.  Both Ben Kinne and Jordan George will 
put on the Green and White for the 90th time of their careers, while Radoslav Illo will hit the ice for his 50th 
game as a Beaver.

uBSU is now 3-3-2 on Friday’s in 2011-12, while it is 2-5-0 in Saturday contests.  BSU was 10-7-1 in the 
final game of a series a year ago.  

uBSU has compiled an all-time record of 986-494-93 (.658) in 1,573 games.
