Bemidji State notables:
uOn the strength of a 20-save effort from goaltender Andrew Walsh, the Beavers gained their eighth win 
of the year, 3-0, over Ala.-Huntsville last night.  BSU improves to 8-9-2 overall.

uLast night’s victory helped the Beavers improve to 3-2-0 in nonconference play this season.

uA victory tonight will put the Beavers at .500 (9-9-2)--a place it has not been Oct. 22 (3-3-0) following a 3-1 
win over Michigan Tech.

uThe victory allowed BSU to add to its lead in the all-time series. Since the rivalry began in 1994, BSU is 37-
28-4, it’s unbeaten in 18 of the last 20 meetings (16-2-2), while it has not lost a game to the Chargers on its 
home ice since a Feb. 17, 2007 4-3 loss at the John S. Glas Fieldhouse--a streak spanning 10 games (10-0-0).

uShea Walters netted his eighth goal of the season last night adding to his single-season career-high. Of 
his 16 collegiate goals, eight have come in the first 19 games of his senior season. His previous high water 
mark came in 2008-09 when he scored four goals as a freshman.

uJunior defender Jake Areshenko logged the second game-winning goal of his 89-game BSU career last 
night. Of his three collegiate goals, two have stood as game-winners.

uIn his last three games, Areshenko, a career 3-14=17 point player, has a goal and two assists.

uBSU is 4-1-1 since Nov. 20. The Beavers’ junior class has bene a force in those games accounting for 
nearly half of BSU scoring with 11 goals and 13 assists. Jordan George leads the charge with 5-3=8 points 
in BSU’s last six games.

uThe Beavers’ got a goal and two assists from its defensive corps last night.  Beaver defensemen have now 
scored in 15 of BSU’s 19 games this season, which includes its last nine, and have posted eight goals and 26 
assists (8-26=34) to account for 26 percent of BSU’s total scoring with an average of 1.79 points per game.

uBSU out shot Ala.-Huntsville last night (24-20), marking just the third time this season BSU has held an 
edge in shots. For the year, BSU trails its opponents in shots on goal 582-442, which includes a 461-326 
differential in 14 WCHA games.  BSU is now 4-9-2 when being out shot, 3-0-0 when out shooting its op-
ponent and 1-0-0 when shots are even.

uThe Beavers have played 13 games since last recording 30 shots on goal. The Beavers are averaging 
23.26 shots per game this season, while their opponents’ have put up an average of 30.63.

uThis season BSU has just one short-handed goal and that came off the stick of injured Sam Rendle Oct. 
7 at Miami--the Beavers’ first game of 2011-12.  Only two players in tonight’s lineup have a short-handed 
goal Ben Kinne (3/7/09) and Jordan George (2/12/10).  Since moving to the NCAA Division I level for the 
1999-2000 season, BSU lowest single-season total for shorties is three in 2002-03, 2007-08 and 2010-11.

uBrad Hunt has accumulated 79 assists during his first 131 games as a Beaver to sit atop the BSU Divi-
sion I assists list and match Paul Ferry (1989-93) and Chris Morque (1990-94) for second on BSU’s all-time 
assist-scoring by defensemen list. Terry Mattson (1986-89), father of current Beaver freshman Danny Matt-
son, currently holds that title after piling up 81 helpers during his collegiate career

uBemidji State was 0-for-3 on the power-play last night. BSU is now 11-for-58 (.190) on the power-play this 
season and 10-for-44 (.227) to rank fourth in WCHA play.

uThe Bemidji State penalty-kill unit was flawless last night holding UAH scoreless on five man advantage 
opportunities.  BSU is now 71-of-83 (.855) on the season to sit 15th in the country, which includes snuffing 
out 52-of-60 (.867) in WCHA play to lead the league in penalty-kill efficiency. 

uLast night the Beavers took their fifth five-minute major of the season.  BSU has held it opponents score-
less during the entire 18 minutes of major penalty time.  

uThe Beavers are 5-3-1 at Sanford Center this season.  BSU had just five wins on its entire 16-game home 
slate in 2010-11 (5-8-3).  

uFreshman goaltender Andrew Walsh recorded the first shutout of his collegiate career in just his fifth start 
at BSU last night.  He is 4-2-1 on the season and leads the team with a 2.28 GAA an a .923 save percentage.

uIn his last two starts, Andrew Walsh has allowed just one goal on 57 shots.  He has posted a .982 save 
percentage and a 0.50 GAA.

uLast night both Ben Kinne and Jake Areshenko scored, so it should be no surprise to BSU fans that the 
Beavers won. Beavers are 17-2-3 since 2008-09 when Kinne scores a goal.  This season Kinne has six goals 
and BSU is 4-1-1 in those contests.  Areshenko may score less frequently, but he has the same effect on the 
game’s outcome.  BSU is 9-2-3 when he logs a point and 3-0-0 when he scores a goal.

uLast night’s empty-net goal by Ben Kinne was just the second of the season for BSU.  The last came off 
the stick of Sam Rendle in the Beavers’ first game of 2011-12 at Miami (Oct. 7).

uBSU is now 4-4-2 on Friday’s in 2011-12, while it is 4-5-0 in Saturday contests.  BSU was 10-7-1 in the 
final game of a series a year ago.  

uBSU has compiled an all-time record of 988-495-93 (.656) in 1,576 games.
