Bemidji State notables:
uBemidji State earned a 2-1 victory over Minnesota State last night. The Beavers improved to 12-11-2 
overall and 6-9-2 in WCHA play to sit two points behind ninth-place Wisconsin (12-11-2; 7-10-2 WCHA) for 
tenth in the league standings with 14 points.

uThe Beavers improve to 9-3-1 at Sanford Center this season.  Strong play at home has always been a 
trait of the BSU men’s hockey team, however, the team was just 5-8-3 a year ago in its first season its new 
digs. The Beavers closed the John S. Glas Fieldhouse posting at least ten wins at home in five of the six 
final seasons and a total of 33 of 43 season played in the hallowed barn. BSU was 502-145-41 all-time 
(1967-2010) in the building.

uThe 2-1 victory over MSU extends BSU home winning streak to six games dating back to a Dec. 10, 2-1 
triumph versus Denver.  The last time BSU earned wins in seven consecutive home games was a string of 
11 victories stretching from Mar. 7, 2009 to Dec. 11, 2009, which included a 2009 College Hockey America 
tournament hosted at “The Glas” which served a springboard to BSU’s magical 2009 Frozen Four run.

uJordan George increased his team goal scoring lead to 13 last night, accounting for the game-winner with 
10:14 to go.  It was his team-best third game-winning goal of the season.  He now leads all current Beavers 
and sits tied with Jean-Guy Gervais (2002-06) and Matt Pope (2004-08) for fourth on BSU’s Division I-era 
game-winning goals leader board.

uJordan George has logged a point in nine of the Beavers’ last 12 games and leads the team with 13-7=20 
points. Last night’s goal was the 43rd of his career and accounted for his 90th collegiate point (43-47=90).

uNo current player has had more success versus Minnesota State than Jordan George. In five games versus 
the Mavericks, the junior has five points on five goals, which includes a pair of game-winners.

uDanny Mattson added his second goal as a Beaver last night extending his current team-best point scoring 
streak of five games.  Since Dec. 17 he has 2-4=6 points, after failing to record a point in his first six collegiate 
games.  BSU is 2-0-0 when he scores a goal.

uHeld without a point last night for the first time since Dec. 16, forward Radoslav Illo saw his career-long 
five-game point scoring streak come to an end.  

uTonight’s contests will stand as the 100th in the BSU green and white for juniors Jordan George and Ben 
Kinne and for senior Darcy Findlay.

uThe Beavers’ got an assist from its defensive corps last night.  Beaver defensemen have now scored in 20 
of BSU’s 25 games this season and have posted 13 goals and 32 assists (13-32=45) to account for over 26 
percent of BSU’s total scoring with an average of 1.80 points per game.

uLast night Bemidji State was out shot 40-26. For the year, BSU trails its opponents in shots on goal 751-
597, which includes a 553-409 differential in 17 WCHA games.  BSU is now 6-10-2 when being out shot, 
5-1-0 when out shooting its opponent and 1-0-0 when shots are even.

uThis season BSU has just one short-handed goal and that came off the stick of injured Sam Rendle Oct. 
7 at Miami--the Beavers’ first game of 2011-12.  Only two players in tonight’s lineup have a short-handed 
goal Ben Kinne (3/7/09) and Jordan George (2/12/10).  Since moving to the NCAA Division I level for the 
1999-2000 season, BSU lowest single-season total for shorties is three in 2002-03, 2007-08 and 2010-11.

uBrad Hunt has accumulated 80 assists during his first 137 games as a Beaver to sit atop the BSU Divi-
sion I assists list and hold down second on BSU’s all-time assist-scoring by defensemen list. Terry Mattson 
(1986-89), father of current Beaver freshman Danny Mattson, currently holds that title after piling up 81 
helpers during his collegiate career.

uThe last time Brad Hunt scored a point was Dec. 17--a streak spanning five games.  That might not seem 
like much, but before last night, the senior blueliner had never gone more than four games without a point.

uBemidji State was 0-for-1 (.000) on the power-play last night. BSU is now 16-for-75 (.213) on the power-
play this season and 12-for-53 (.226) in the WCHA to rank third in league play. 

uFollowing a 3-or-3 night on the penalty-kill, BSU is now 87-103 (.845) on the season to sit 15th in the 
country, which includes snuffing out 60-of-71 (.845) in WCHA play to rank second the league.

uDan Bakala will get the start in net tonight marking his 15th start of the season.  He is currently 5-6-1 with a 
2.72 goals against average and .908 save percentage.  In his last outing, He made 22 saves and allowed just 
one goal in a 2-1 nonconference victory versus Bowling Green.

uOf the 58 Division I men’s hockey teams in the country, only Dartmouth (65), which has played six fewer 
games than BSU, has fewer power-play opportunities than the Beavers’ 75 chances this winter. In WCHA 
play, BSU has just 53 PP opportunities trailing its nearest opponent, St. Cloud (70) by 17. Minnesota State 
leads the league with 95 man advantage opportunities.

uIn his last three starts versus Minnesota State, Dan Bakala is 2-1-0.  He’s piled up 120 saves, a 1.32 goals 
against average and a .968 save percentage. 

uBSU is now 6-5-2 on Friday’s in 2011-12, while it is 6-6-0 in Saturday contests.  

uBSU has compiled an all-time record of 993-497-93 (.657) in 1,583 games.
